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The Mark-et Place

A new book about John F. Kennedy cites both
Jacqueline Kennedy and JFK’s sister Jean saying that
reading factored heavily into making Kennedy the
man he was. Often ill as a youth, and confined to a
sickbed, young John Kennedy became a voracious
reader, especially of history.*

That is an instance of what Harry Emerson
Fosdick called “The High Uses of Trouble.”** Fosdick
wrote and delivered that sermon during the early
1930s, at the height of the Great Depression. That
was a time full of trouble, and it was trouble that
was not going away. It was something people had
to deal with. In the sermon’s thesis statement he
called adversity “one of the constituent elements in
all great living, to be finely used.”

Trouble is not these things automatically or
necessarily, but, mastered, it can be put to fine uses
that turn it into a positive. It can (1) call out our
powers - we do not know what we have in us of
strength until trouble evokes it; (2) deepen our
sympathy and intensify our usefulness - once we
know trouble ourselves we can see the troubles of
others and be moved to help; (3) cleanse us of
dangerous illusions - especially the one that believes
the Christian life is supposed to be trouble-free; (4)
open up within us deep resources of spiritual power -
[to tell the truth, with apologies to Fosdick, I don't
see the difference between 1 and 4].

Dr. Fosdick’s sermon is topical in form,
meaning he does not draw his key points directly
from a Bible passage. But he links his thought to
Paul’s remark, to the Romans, where he confesses to
rejoicing in his tribulations (Rom. 5:3).

Now, Paul, Fosdick was aware, was no fool.
He did not deliberately seek out the trouble he found
himself in. He landed in it. Especially in the case of
the mysterious illness he called his thorn in the
flesh, he prayed to be rid of it. But, when the
removal was not to be, he embraced his trouble, and
prayed for divine help and strength to face it and to
get through it. In that way, he used his trouble to
high purpose.

The line about Kennedy prompts me to
remember the Fosdick sermon, and both call me to

think about the relentless round of television
commercials that air, at least around evening news
time, advertising various drugs for various ailments.
Please do not get me wrong; some conditions need
to be medicated. The drug companies, however,
seem to propose that nearly everything needs to be
medicated. They seem to suggest that the
symptoms of any and every discomfort or
inconvenience should be treated and done away
with, despite possible side effects (the list of which is
almost longer than the commercial).

Perhaps a point for us to consider is that
some things just have to be faced and lived through.

Kennedy could have bemoaned his many boyhood
illnesses, complained about his sickbed, and made
excuses for himself. Instead, he turned his sickbed
into a seat of learning and a place of inspiration. At
the very point of his troubles John F. Kennedy
became John F. Kennedy.

I do not think God sends you trouble, but I do
believe God sends you strength to see you through
your trouble. The strength is not a numbing but an
undergirding. In this strength you can embrace
adversity without seeking it out. Through this
strength you can triumph through adversity without
getting out from under it. MEY
